GLUING Finnforest plywood panels are glued with weather and
boil-proof phenolic resin adhesive. The plywood panel gluing process
meets the requirements of the following standards: SFS-EN 314-1,
SFN-EN 314/class 3, DIN 68705/BFU 100, BS 6566 Part 8/Type WBP
(1985).
In addition to the quality control processes of Finnforest factories, the
Technical Research Centre of Finland (VTT) continuously monitors
the quality of the plywood panel gluing process.

MASTER-PLY PLYWOOD TYPES are divided into basic 
plywoods, other untreated plywoods and refined plywood products. Characteristics of 
MASTER-PLY basic plywoods include a strong, cross-grain structure, a sanded, smooth 
and durable surface, good resistance to humidity and easy reprocessing. The category of refined 
plywood products includes various surface-treated and machine-processed plywood products.  
MASTER-PLY can either be used as they are or be coated with paint, varnish or some other suitable 
surfacing material. The thickness of the veneer is 0.06 in (1.4 mm).
